Jesus’ Prayer of Oneness Fulfilled 

John 17:9-11; 20-23 I am praying for them. I am not praying for the world but for those whom you have given me, for they are yours. 10 All mine are yours, and yours are mine, and I am glorified in them. 11 And I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, keep them in your name, which you have given me, that they may be one, even as we are one. . . . 20 "I do not ask for these only, but also for those who will believe in me through their word, 21 that they may all be one, just as you, Father, are in me, and I in you, that they also may be in us, so that the world may believe that you have sent me. 22 The glory that you have given me I have given to them, that they may be one even as we are one, 23 I in them and you in me, that they may become perfectly one, so that the world may know that you sent me and loved them even as you loved me. ESV

Rev 22:17 The Spirit and the Bride say, "Come." And let the one who hears say, "Come." And let the one who is thirsty come; let the one who desires take the water of life without price. ESV

_______________________________________________________________________

The writer of Hebrews tells us that “in the days of His flesh Jesus offered up prayers and supplications” (Hebrews 5:7).  Jesus was all God and all man at the same time.  He was the Spirit of God who created and filled the universe yet born and fashioned in flesh, God indwelling flesh and mingling with His creation.  And yet He was all flesh and in every way fully human.  He had a human spirit, a human body, a human mind, a human soul, a human intellect and was genuinely human in every way and yet He was the Spirit of God become a human and so the two were co-joined in such a way that we cannot understand and fathom because it was and is a miracle.  Somehow, in the womb of Mary, the Spirit of God joined with the seed of woman and produced a son that was God Incarnate.  Our human minds cannot explain how that could happen, but it did and I’m glad it did!  

It would be a mistake to take the prayers of Jesus as proof of a duality in the Godhead or to make Jesus and God separate persons of some committee in heaven.  That would be the error of taking later man-made traditions of religious notions and imposing them on the scriptural record.  If we, say, take the formulation of the doctrine of the Trinity that came several centuries after the New Testament was written with its teaching of “God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit” as “co-equal, coexistent, and co-eternal” persons in a Triunity of a Godhead and if we try to make the prayers of Jesus a proof text of this concept, we find that it is impossible to do so.  If “God the Father” and “God the Son” were “co-equal” then how could one pray to the other without being lesser than the other?  By nature prayer is indicative of need of a higher power and of the lower position of the one praying in conjunction with the higher one that is being petitioned.  One who prays is necessarily lower than the one to whom he is calling on for help.  And so it is impossible to believe in the Orthodox Trinitarian view of God as defined by the beginnings of the Roman Catholic Church in light of these scriptures.  If Jesus Christ was God the Son only and yet He prayed to God the Father who was in any way a distinct identity or person in the Godhead, then Jesus Christ cannot be co-equal with God the Father.

We do better if we take these terms of Scripture and understand and define them as the original disciples took them and declared them and understood them.  These earliest disciples were Jews for which the most dearest understandings was that there is only one God and that God is indivisibly one.  And as these disciples began to get a full revelation of who Jesus Christ was and is, they began to equate Him with this one God.  They realized first that He was the Messiah, their Savior.  And then they began to fully recognize the import of the scriptures of the Old Testament that their Savior and Redeemer would be none other than Jehovah God – or Yahweh, as they termed it – come in flesh.  As they began to put this together, they began to realize that Jesus Christ was “God manifest in the flesh” and “the image of the invisible God.”  They began to realize that this Son that was born could rightfully be called “the Mighty God” and “the Everlasting Father!”  They began to realize fully that, “in him dwells all the fullness of the Godhead bodily.”  They knew at first that He was genuine human flesh, but they also slowly began to get the revelation that He was fully God at the same time.  The Great God of the Old Testament still filled the Universe but He had taken up habitation uniquely and unprecedented in the form of Jesus Christ.  This was the God-man, Yahweh or Jehovah become salvation as His name means!  This was Emmanuel, being interpreted by the angel to mean “God with us.”  And as the disciples began to realize this, they went from friends to followers, to believers to disciples ultimately to worshippers of Jesus Christ.  That these monotheistic Jews would fall down and worship Jesus Christ directly and say things like Thomas did, “My Lord and my God!” indicates that they knew the magnitude of the revelation of Christ!  

With this in mind, we come back to the prayers of Jesus.  He was a man of prayer and as fully man, we would think it strange if He didn’t pray.  This was God becoming flesh and experiencing flesh as we humans experience it.  He felt pain.  He bled.  He grew tired.  The Spirit of God never did those things, but the flesh that the Spirit of God became did because it was fully human.  And so there is a distinction in Jesus’ life and actions but it is not the distinctions of the later Greek philosophical notions of “persons” or plurality of Gods or bodies in heaven.  It is the distinction between flesh and Spirit.  It is the distinction of the humanity of Jesus Christ and the Spirit of God which uniquely inhabited that body.  Much of Jesus’ prayers are not recorded for us and He would disappear in the night or get up early in the morning to get away from His disciples and talk to God.  Why did He pray?  Because being fully human, He had to strive and work at ensuring that His flesh was perfectly in harmony and unity with the Spirit.  These are not terms of definitions of the Godhead but rather terms of the reality of human existence.  As a man, Christ prayed to God who is Spirit and He did so in order to find direction for His earthly existence and for help in subduing His fleshly will to the will of God.  He prayed in the Garden of Gethsemane “if it be possible, let this cup pass from me, nevertheless not my will but thine be done.”  The flesh of Jesus Christ did not want to die any more than ours like such pain.  The human will of Jesus Christ did not enjoy the cross or the prospect of great humiliation and suffering.  Jesus Christ was not a God coming in an invincible form similar but unlike humanity so that He could breeze through the suffering without anguish, but our great God really became real flesh and endured the suffering in the manner that you and I would have felt.  

I hope this makes it more real to you!  I hope this makes you realize more fully the scope of God’s love for you!  For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son.  God loved you so much that gave as a sacrifice for your sins, the flesh that He became and it was a gruesome and very torturous sacrifice.  Even more pain than the lambs and the goats felt on the altar of the Old Testament, the Son of God or flesh of God felt on the cross!  This is not a staged drama where the blood is fake and the pain is only simulated and afterwards everyone laughs and says, “it’s just Hollywood.”  God did not become similar to humans; God became a human!  He inhabited flesh and the suffereing was real!  And because He had to deal with the same human thoughts, inhibitions, wills, and ambitions as we do, He prayed.  He prayed as an example to us as the perfect man, but He also prayed because He had to so that His human will would be in perfect will with God’s will.  Ultimately the prayers of Jesus speak to us of the struggle of submitting the human will to God’s will.  His prayers speak to us of the importance and the great need for flesh to be in perfect unity with the Spirit.  So that the flesh will act according to the Spirit of God and not according to its own innate desires.  Such is what the prayers of Jesus teach us.  

______________________________________________________________________

Our text is one of the final prayers of Jesus and one of the few of length that are recorded for us.  These prayers are recorded for our benefit, to indicate to us what the will of God is for us.  If Jesus prayed that something would be a certain way, then obviously it is God’s will for that something to be as it is in our life!  At first, Jesus Christ prayed for the disciples who were with Him at the time and He said:

John 17:9-11 I am praying for them. I am not praying for the world but for those whom you have given me, for they are yours. 10 All mine are yours, and yours are mine, and I am glorified in them. 11 And I am no longer in the world, but they are in the world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, keep them in your name, which you have given me, that they may be one, even as we are one. ESV  

He was praying not for the world, but specifically for those disciples whom God had given to Him.  Jesus was about to leave the world in physical form and His prayer was first “keep them in your name which you have given me.”  This is a further proof text that the name of Jesus is more than the name of the Son of God but is the name of God proper!  But notice in particular the prayer of Jesus for His disciples:  he prayed, “they may be one, even as we are one.”  

Let us consider that phrase carefully for a moment.  If we hold to the later developed traditions of the Orthodox Trinitarian formula that God the Son and God the Father are two distinct persons in the Godhead and are co-equal, co-existent, and co-eternal, then this prayer that Jesus is prayed is something that is impossible to ever have fulfilled.  Because in such terms, how can the disciples of Christ ever “be one” as God the Father and God the Son are one?  Can the disciples of Christ – Peter and James and John and such – ever be “co-equal” with the Father?  Can they ever be spoken of truly as “co-eternal?”  If not, then they cannot be “co-existent” either.  The problem with the manmade formulation of the doctrine of the Trinity is that it leads us to conclusions from scripture that are heretical.  If it were possible for the original disciples to be one with the Father as God the Son and God the Father supposedly are by that doctrine, then that would mean that the disciples could be prayed to and worshipped and treated like Deity.  It is easy to see how that the Roman Catholic church – once they embraced the false definitions of God of the Trinity or the Tri-unity of God – moved from that to the worship and the prayer and the veneration of Mary and the other disciples that they call “saints.”  Such is the common progression of the doctrine of the Trinity and all other manmade doctrines that don’t follow the formula of scripture.

In our text, we read where Jesus continued His great prayer with yet another part:

John 17:20-23 "I do not ask for these only, but also for those who will believe in me through their word, 21 that they may all be one, just as you, Father, are in me, and I in you, that they also may be in us, so that the world may believe that you have sent me. 22 The glory that you have given me I have given to them, that they may be one even as we are one, 23 I in them and you in me, that they may become perfectly one, so that the world may know that you sent me and loved them even as you loved me. ESV

He did not ask only for those disciples who were with Him at the time, “but also for those who will believe in men through their word.”  Jesus was praying for those who would come after the original Apostles and who would believe that Jesus was the Messiah and have saving faith through the words and the teachings of these first disciples.  That would refer to us.  This prayer is for us.  We are the ones who have believed in Christ having never seen Him in flesh yet having become acquainted with Him through the writings and the words and the testimony of the original and first disciples.  We know only of Christ what they wrote about Him and when we stepped out in faith on their instruction, we found Him to show up in Spirit form just as He did to them on the Day of Pentecost and the book of Acts!  Jesus Christ is praying for us, the believers after the original disciples, and He prays for that we “may all be one, just as you, Father, are in me, and I in you.”  

This prayer that He prayed for the original disciples that they would be one with the Father as He was one with the Father, He also prayed for you and I.  But pause and consider that for a moment’s longer.  If the concept of the Trinitarian God be true, then how can you and I ever be one with the Father as God the Son is one with the Father?  We cannot ever be “co-equal” with God.  We can never become God and the scriptures never declare that.  We certainly can never be “co-eternal” as God is.  And yet as we view these scriptures through these lenses, again, it is easy to see the error of the Roman Catholic Church who has chosen throughout history to take certain disciples of Christ and elevate them to the level of intercession and of able to receive prayer and worship and veneration.  Such is the natural progression of thought if you embrace as they did the concept of a Triune God.

But hopefully you know that such things is not what Jesus Christ was saying in His prayer of oneness.  Hopefully you know full well that you can never become equal with God!  Hopefully you know that you can and will live one day for forever, but you have not always been as God has.  It can never be said about you, no matter how holy or how old you get, that you are the Everlasting Father – so obviously that cannot be the correct interpretation of our text.  Yet it is there, so we cannot ignore it.  

The truth is that we can only understand these prayers through the lenses of the understanding of God and Jesus that the original disciples had that God is indivisibly one and that Jesus Christ was God manifest in flesh.  That when He prayed, it was flesh praying to Spirit and human will being subjected and submitted to the will of the Spirit.  When you grasp that, suddenly these prayers of Jesus make sense and speak to us greatly about our own personal life.  Because Jesus Christ first prayed of His original disciples, “that they may be one with the Father as Jesus Christ had been with the Father.”  In other words, His prayer was that even after He had left them in bodily form, that they would follow their example and that they would not follow the natural inclinations of their fleshly desires; that they would not submit to necessarily what their bodies felt like doing; that they would not depend upon their human soul and intellect for their direction but that they would so utterly submit their human wills to the Spirit of God that the two would be in perfect harmony and unity!  This would be crucial for the success of the church.  In fact, we can say with assurance that church history reveals that centuries later when the human minds and wills got out of synch with the Spirit of God, that’s when heresy and manmade traditions began to rob the world of Apostolic truth!  And so Jesus’ last prayers for the disciples was that they would be one with the Father as He was – that their flesh would be utterly in perfect unity and harmony and dependence upon the Spirit of God as He had lived out before them.

And His last prayers for you was the same!  He prayed not just for those original disciples, but for those who would come to know Him through the disciples’ word!  And so Jesus’ prayers of oneness are God’s will for you and I.  More than anything else and superceding all else, we must be one with the Father as He was.  That means that the success of our Christianity, the success of our living for God, the success of our obeying His commandments, the success of our being born again, the success of our profiting the kingdom of God, and even the success of His salvation work in our life is fully dependent upon and predicated upon whether or not we fulfill this wish of Christ.  We must surrender our flesh to the will of the Spirit of God as Christ did.  We must so utterly be in harmony with the Spirit of God that we would continually be in unity with it.  We must depend upon it for direction in every area of our life as Christ did in His earthly life.  We must be joined together and sensitive to the Spirit of God every hour and every minute and every second or we will miss the boat.  Pentecost should not be thought of as a group of people who advocate the moving of the Spirit three or four times a week in a supercharged, emotional worship service.  True Pentecost is true Christianity when it becomes a people who are being led and immersed and filled with the Spirit in every moment of their lives.  When we treat God and His Spirit and His will as something that we only synch up with at church and around church people, we have a lacking Christianity.  Jesus prayed that we would be just as submitted and just as one with the Spirit of God as He was in the days of His flesh!  For us to be as Christ has called us to be, we must submit our fleshly will to the Spirit of God!  And not just submit part or sometimes, but for our flesh to be one with the Father as Jesus was!

______________________________________________________________________  

In the beginning, this was the relationship God had with Adam.  Adam was flesh created in the image of God.  He was flesh that was in every way human yet without the sin nature.  Jesus Christ never sinned yet was fully human in the way that Adam was fully human before he sinned.  And Adam had a great relationship with the Spirit of God.  Every evening, in the cool of the day, the Spirit of God would come and fellowship with the man, Adam.  This was how everything was supposed to be.  It was a perfect world because the man and the woman had their fleshly desires, goals, and aspirations in perfect synch with the Spirit of God.  They were in constant communication with the Spirit of God.  They walked with God.  But when they sinned we read this:

Gen 3:8-10 And they heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God among the trees of the garden. 9 But the LORD God called to the man and said to him, "Where are you?" 10 And he said, "I heard the sound of you in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked, and I hid myself." ESV  

Sin caused flesh to run from the Spirit of God!  Sin caused flesh to hide itself and try to distance itself from the Spirit of God.  Sin caused flesh to try to cover up its shortcoming from the Spirit.  And when Adam was expelled, there is never any evidence that God’s Spirit ever communed in this way again.  

That was the story of the first Adam, but Jesus Christ is called in the New Testament the “last Adam!”  What the first Adam broke, Jesus Christ came to fix!  He would do this by paying the price for sin to cover our transgression that separated us from God.  He would be the Lamb slain to cover our “nakedness” of sin.  He would do this resurrecting so that the Holy Spirit could be poured out and the Spirit of God could come and once again and dwell in men and fellowship with men.  The infilling of the Holy Spirit is the reversal of the curse of Adam!  But Jesus Christ would also first before all of this come and live on this earth for 33 plus years and show us by example how to live!  And in the final days of His earthly life, He prayed that we might be one with the Father as He was.  He was praying that there would be a people after Him and that those who had believed on Him would emulate Him!  He was praying that there would be millions of people who would God!  What was lost in the first Adam, the last Adam wants to restore and renew!  This whole thing is about God desiring for humanity – with its unique will and spirit and mind and desires – to choose to walk with Him again closely!  It is the prayer and the desire and the dream of Jesus Christ!  

So, are you fulfilling that dream?  Are you responding to make His prayer be answered?  We talk often of wishing that God would answer our prayers, but are we answering His?  Could it be that the two are linked?  Could it be that the answer to having Jesus answer our prayers is to make sure that we answer His?  Did Jesus ever ask anything that the Spirit of God did not do?  Did He not pray once, “I thank You that You hear me, and You always hear me?”  Did He ever walk up to a tomb and say, “Lazarus, come forth” and only find silence?  Did He ever command the lame to walk and nothing happen?  Did He ever command for devils to come out and they resist and not obey?  The disciples tried at times and failed and Jesus taught them on the importance of prayer and fasting.  He taught them on the importance of abiding in Him so that they are fruitful.  But Jesus never had a prayer request unfulfilled because He was fulfilling the desire of God and perfectly submitted His flesh to the Spirit of God.  Could it be that the reason we sometimes pray and Jesus doesn’t answer our prayers is because we are not really answering His?  When God is second fiddle and when God is only a small fraction of your life and when you are living mainly by your fleshly desires and your will and what you want and not according to His Word and Spirit, you are not answering Jesus’ prayers!  But somebody make up in their mind to answer His prayer!  Somebody make up in your mind that you will be as Jesus desired and be one with the Father!  Would that our lives would be Jesus’ prayer of oneness fulfilled!

______________________________________________________________________

How can we fulfill this prayer?  What do we do to seek after the Spirit and make the Spirit of God and our flesh one in perfect unity?  What is it that produces these things?  

Obviously, regular prayer is key.  Adam was only in synch when he met God everyday in a prescribed time.  Jesus Christ presented these things to us in a prayer and by example often found time to pray even in His hurried life.  We will never be one with the Spirit until we pray everyday and get in communion with God every day!  To check in with God once or twice a week; to give Him a few moments here and there of half-hearted attention is to miss the boat.  You’ll never be in true unity with the Spirit of God and your flesh will never be submitted fully until you regularly pray and tap into the Spirit of God.  If you have not communicated with the Spirit of God today, how do you know what His will for your life is today?  To answer Jesus’ prayer, we must truly pray ourselves!

This means that God must become top priority in our life.  Many people are full of the cares of life and the things of this world, but the command is “seek ye first the kingdom of God and all of these things will be added to you.”  “I’m too busy to pray.”  That means you’re also too busy to go to heaven, and too busy to really live life as God wanted you to!  The things of God, seeking God, learning of God, the house of God, the people of God, and the call of God must become the top priority in our life.  As long as the things of God were priority in Adam’s life, his flesh walked perfectly with the Spirit.  In Jesus’ life, the will of God was top priority.  It took dominion over the will of His family, His fleshly and earthly pursuits, and the will of the crowds for Him.  He prayed for deliverance, but also “nevertheless, your will be done.”  Even when His flesh didn’t like it, He still submitted His flesh to the Spirit of God until they were in true unity!  Which brings us to the next crucial thing:

You must deny yourself.  You cannot give into your flesh.  If what you feel like doing and what the Bible or God tells you to do are different, you must deny yourself.  Jesus said that if anybody were to follow Him, they must “deny yourself, take up your cross, and follow me.”  To follow Him is to deny yourself because He only goes where the Spirit leads!  God’s not going to come and remove every wrongful lusts because there will be something that you must “deny yourself.”  God may not automatically change every addiction or bad habit.  You must deny yourself.  Fasting is a good way to train for this.  Saying, “no” to temptation is imperative to this.  Which leads us yet another thought:

Avoiding willful sin is absolutely important if you are to have your flesh completely in unity with the Spirit of God.  Jesus Christ was able to be in perfect communion with the Spirit of God because as man, He never sinned.  When Adam sinned, he immediately lost that close walk with the Spirit.  We all accidentally sin and because of that God’s grace has provided a provision for such sin.  If we will confess our sins, He is faithful to forgive us and His blood cleanses us from all sin.  That is a promise to the Apostolic church that has been baptized in the name of Jesus and filled with the Holy Spirit!  But willful sin still separates us from God.  You cannot turn grace into a joke by sinning as you want and then coming for forgiveness because you know God will forgive.  Not only are you fooling yourself, but your flesh is separated from the Spirit of God and you are not walking according to the Spirit.  The works of the flesh will be evident; the fruit of the Spirit will be lacking.  You will not be answering Jesus’ prayer.  To give into the flesh is not to surrender the flesh.  Hear the prayer of Jesus today:  that they may be one with the Father as I have been!  Sin destroys the closeness and communion with God.  And justified sin annihilates any premise of true relationship between a holy God and us.  

________________________________________________________________________

Now let us consider, what is the end result of truly submitting your flesh until your fleshly will and the Spirit of God are one and in perfect unity?  What is the outcome of such an endeavor?  Why would we bother?  

For one thing, such a unity brings great power!  Has ever the world ever witnessed such a display of God’s power among men as the ministry of Jesus Christ?  Remember that such was the result of a flesh in perfect unity with the Spirit!  Had the world ever witnessed such a power as that of the first apostles and the works of Peter, James, John, and Paul?  Remember those ministries and the early church was the result of ordinary men – flesh – walking in perfect harmony with the Spirit of God!  Do you want power?  Then understand that unity is what brings that power.  Unity with my brother and sister and unity between my flesh and the Spirit of God is what sets us up to see the great power of God work in our life.  In our other text, we read some of the last words of the Bible:

Rev 22:17 The Spirit and the Bride say, "Come." And let the one who hears say, "Come." And let the one who is thirsty come; let the one who desires take the water of life without price. ESV

Immediately before this is some of the last words of Jesus in the Bible proper.  He tells us that He has sent John to testify of these things in the churches and then we have this “The Spirit and the Bride say, ‘Come.’”  “And let the one who hears say, ‘Come.’”  What great power is present when the Spirit and the Bride, which is to say flesh and Spirit, the church and the Spirit of God, are in perfect harmony!  When the Spirit and the bride say the same thing!  You want Jesus to show up in a church?  Let the Spirit and the bride be saying the same thing!  You want an effective altar call?  Let the Spirit and the church be on the same page!  You want a great harvest and revival?  Let the Spirit and the church that is made up of human flesh be in perfect harmony and unity!  There cannot help but be a great move of God!  There cannot help but for Jesus to come and do mighty things!  When Jesus’ prayer of oneness is fulfilled there is great power!  

But not just power, but this is the source of true happiness and genuine joy.  In the middle of that great prayer in the 17th chapter of John, Jesus said:

John 17:13b and these things I speak in the world, that they may have my joy fulfilled in themselves. ESV  

The secret to true happiness as human beings is for our flesh to be in perfect unity with the Spirit!  Adam and Eve will tell you that they had to learn the hard way, but that they would have done anything for the joy of their first state to be back after they had experienced the hardship of doing what flesh wanted apart from the will of the Spirit of God.  They had it so good!  They were so happy!  And what a disappointment that living after their own wills got them!  True joy and true fulfillment is found only in being in perfect synch with the Spirit of God as Jesus showed us by example and prayed.  Because only then are you living for and as you were created.  

Have you seen or heard about the deal with laminin?  Yes, I said, “laminin.”  Laminin is a basic protein in your body.  The evangelist Louis Gigilio tells a story of something that a molecular biologist shared with him one night and I want to share it with you.  It’s just something neat to think about that might put all of what we have discussed into proper perspective.  
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Your body’s cell organize themselves into certain molecular structures.  There are between 10,000 and 16,000 protein cells in your body.  One of the most important is laminin because it is the protein that holds all the cells together.  Like the rebar that they put in concrete holds everything in the building and structure together, so is laminin to the human body and cells.  It’s what holds everything together and there is no substitute for it.  Why bring this up?  Well, obviously laminin is important as you could not live without it.  But this protein laminin that holds everything together, let me show you a picture of it.  Here is the scientific diagram of laminin drawn by scientists.  Isn’t that cool?  Do you remember the scripture:

Col 1:15-17 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. 16 For by him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities — all things were created through him and for him. 17 And he is before all things, and in him all things hold together. ESV

“In Him all things hold together!”  Here is another picture of laminin, an actual photograph through a powerful microscope:
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This is the basic protein that holds everything in your flesh together.  The very next verse in Colossians after Paul tells us that “in Christ all things hold together” is:

Col 1:18-19 And he is the head of the body, the church. He is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in everything he might be preeminent. 19 For in him all the fullness of God was pleased to dwell, ESV

All of this is so that He might be preeminent of first in everything!  That He would be the head of the body, the church!  That in Him all the fullness of God would be pleased to dwell!  You were created in your flesh to be Spirit led and connected with God as Jesus was!  The cross and its work is found in the very fabric of your being.  True happiness and true fulfillment will only come if you submit your flesh in every way to the Spirit.
